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Improving Community Resilience Funding 
Scheme 2 – For Refugee-assisting Groups and Organisations

Background
Scottish Refugee Council announced recently that we have secured funding from Foundation Scotland and CORRA Foundation to improve community resilience and outlined how we intend to distribute this funding in 2 Small Grant Schemes. 
Today, we are pleased to publish the details of Scheme 2 which is designed to improve digital resilience for refugee-assisting groups and organisations across Scotland. We use the term “refugee-assisting groups and organisations” to include all groups and organisations, not refugee-led, who provide services and support to refugees, asylum seekers, or people with No Recourse to Public Funds and the communities in which they live.
Scheme 2 is a competitive Small Grant Scheme which will provide funding for a minimum of 40 refugee-assisting groups and organisations with a grant of up to £5,000 to enhance digital services and support to their service users thus improving their connectivity, inclusion and integration. 

Scheme 2 Definition
Inclusion Criteria 
To be included in this Scheme you must be a qualifying refugee assisting organisation supporting refugees, asylum seekers, people with No Recourse to Public Funds and their communities across Scotland.
Scheme 2 Details
This Scheme will provide funding for refugee-assisting groups and organisations to enhance their service delivery by improving either their internal digital capability and/or that of their services users. The funding is to enable a rapid intervention which can be achieved and evaluated by the end of June 2021. 
We are looking for proposals which improve service provision and which have a positive impact on service users. In order to assess this we are asking you to describe:
· the current service or services you are seeking to improve, including the number of services users;
· your proposed intervention to improve the scope and reach of these services, including the associated budget; and
· the benefits your proposed intervention will bring to your organisation and/or service users.
Whilst digital service provision is the main thrust of this Scheme, we will consider all proposals that demonstrate improved service delivery, particularly in more rural areas of Scotland. We will not consider funding proposals to address any other issues (e.g. food poverty, asylum seekers in hotels, et al).
