e Getting the vaccine will help to protect children against
COVID-19. Although most children usually have mild
illness, they can pass on their infection to others in their
community.

e 5to 11 year-olds: In the spring of 2022, every child over
the age of 5 became eligible for a child-sized dose of the
Pfizer BioNTech vaccine. Parents and carers may
choose to have their children vaccinated.

e 12to 15 year olds are also eligible for COVID-19
vaccination.
