If so, you could be providing an unaccompanied asylum-seeking young person, 16+ who may have been trafficked with a safe and stable home, helping them settle and plan for their future in Glasgow.
Your role as a carer will be to:
· Build positive relationships with the young person and work in partnership with their support team.
· Promote their independence which means the carer can continue in employment.
Host Family Supported Carer Service will support you by:
· Helping you undertake the assessment process in order to know you are ready for the role and provide some financial support 
· Assigning you a supervising social worker to provide ongoing support 
· Providing relevant training to undertake your role
· Arranging regular support groups and informal peer supports
